La ciudad de Concepci6n es la tercera 
de Chile, con una poblacion sobre 10s 
500.000 habitantes. Su universidad mas 
antigua es la Universidad de Concep- 
cion. 
El Primer Plan Maestro del campus fue 
desarrollado por Karl Brunner en 1930. 
Su composition consideraba edificios 
aislados en un parque y avenidas con- 
vergentes hacia una plaza caracteriza- 
da por un campanil y una Biblioteca 
Central, que no fue construida. Dentro 
de esa concepcion el espacio quedaba 
cerrado hacia el fondo del predio en di- 
reccion sudeste. 
En 1959, con el patrocinio de UNES- 
CO, se inici6 un nuevo plan de desarro- 
Ilo para 10s pr6ximos 25 atios. Emilio 
Duhart H. fue seleccionado como plani- 
ficador urbano y arquitecto, trabajando 
en el proyecto durante diez atios. 
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The city of Concepci6n is the third 
' largest in Chile, with a population of over 

500.000 inhabitants. Its oldest university 
is the University of Conception, 
The first Master Pian for the campus was 
developed by Karl Brunner in 1930. The 
composition considered isolated buildings 
in a park area and convergent avenues to 
a square that was characterized by a 
campanile and a Central Library which 
was not built. Underthisconceptthespace 
was left closed at the back of the site 
towards the south east. 
In 1959, under UNESCO patronage, a 
new development plan for the next 25 
years was iniciated. Emilio Duhart H. 
was selected as city planner and 
architect, working on the project over a 
ten year period. 
New land was purchased and large 
sanitation and site planning were

A new perspective is opened to the 
southeast creating a magnificent 
longitudinal space that acts as a spine 
giving order and meaning to the 
organization of a new campus To 
achieve this end, part of one of the hills 
had to be leveled and modelled As a 
result of this spatial intuition, the whole 
campus IS firmly rooted in the space 
formed by the surrounding hills and one 
feels a profund sense of place 
At present the different faculty buildings 
are located arround this space The 
center is formed by a huge lawn and 
pedestrian walkways The architectural 
ensemble is closely related to the 
surrounding landscape of wooded hills 
containing the campus An one end the 
space is crowned by the Forum and 
the old Campanile, on the other by the 
the new Central Library. also designed 
by the architect 
The other axis of the project towards 
the northeast has not been built 
The new Open Air Forum forms the core 
of the campus, social and cultural center 
for the University, open to all people
